Members voted for the physical activity goals, objectives, and interventions they would like to see implemented as part of the 2018 three-year strategic plan. The top six goals including number of votes are:
1. Activities/Program: #9 Support diverse physical activity programs for all ages, abilities, cultures, lifestyles, and families (e.g., Fitness and pop up classes, weekly bike rides, family bike event, bike fix it days, rides with law enforcement, walking/running groups) (16)

2. Policy: # 17 Facilitate open use agreements with schools and other recreational facilities. (16)

3. Environmental: #3 Physical features to improve feelings of safety in parks (lights, security plan, cameras, staff, clear lines of sight) (12)

4. Policy: #21 Includes word change at beginning from “Improve” to “Advocating for” for the strategic plan. Advocating for city ordinances, complete streets, and code enforcement (e.g., new developments need sidewalks) (11)

5. Policy: #18 Support implementation of the updated Parks and Recreation Master Plan (10)

6. Environmental: #7 Advocate for community beautification/maintenance efforts to improve look/feel (community upkeep, cleanliness, home maintenance, scenery/landscaping, blight removal) (10)

Strategic Planning: Part Two
Members voted for the healthy eating goals, objectives, and interventions they would like to see implemented as part of the 2018 three-year strategic plan. The top five goals including number of votes are:
1. Healthy Eating Policies: #12 Connect with schools to provide support nutrition policies, education, and healthy food environments. (13)
2. Emergency Food Systems: #16 Support voucher programs for local produce and healthy options at grocery stores. (12)
3. Education, Communication, Transportation: #2 Enhance communication strategies to increase utilization of nutrition, physical activity, and community health programs. (10)
4. Education, Communication, Transportation: #3 Address transportation (bus, walking, biking, delivery) options to food outlets. (9)
5. Food Environment and Food Systems: #6 Work to increase access to fresh produce in alternative retail settings (convenience stores, pop up markets, mobile food services) (9)
