4.   Partner Speed Dater: Main Street Pontiac


L. Crose informed members Main Street Pontiac has applied to become a 501(c)3 and are trying to be approved through Main Street America for an urban main street identifier.

She said within the main street qualifier and approval process are four pillars they will focus on as they try to improve downtown Pontiac. The four pillars are health and wellness, technology and millennials, arts and entertainment, and bankers space. 
D. Walters told members Main Street America is a national program to restore historic downtown areas. She said they are working with Oakland County’s county wide main street program which is run by a Downtown Development Authority or through independent organizations like Main Street Pontiac. 




L. Crose told members one of the ideas that has wide support is creating a community kitchen space. Lafayette Market has offered to host this program initially which will allow Main Street Pontiac to offer it as a pop up kitchen possibly for a restaurant or nutritional program allowing residents/businesses to use a commercial kitchen space which might result in a new business opportunity. The pop up kitchen could also be used for community programs such as grandparent/ grandchild cooking classes or other culinary art programs. She said they are looking for grant opportunities to help grow and expand programs in the downtown area and make them successful.
H. McGlinnen informed members McLaren Oakland is very excited to be part of Main Street Pontiac’s focus on child and senior nutrition and physical activity programs that are low cost or free. She said McLaren Oakland is looking for ways to work with the nutrition programs so that its nutritionists can donate their time teaching classes to seniors and children.
